FORMACION DE ADVERBIOS CON “LY”
- La y cambia a i: happy > happily

- La e final se mantiene: extreme > extremely
Excepciones: true, due, whole (en estas palabras desaparece la e).

- Los adjetivos que terminan en consonante + le, pierden la e y
anaden y. Gentle > gently, simple > simply.

Nota: el adverbio de good es well.

ADJETIVOS QUE TERMINAN EN “LY”

Hay adjetivos como daily, weekly, monthly o kindly que pueden ser
también adverbios.

Pero por lo general los adjetivos que terminan en ly no se pueden utilizar
como adverbios. Para suplir esta deficiencia se utilizan adverbios de
similar significado, o frases adverbiales:

Likely (adjetivo) > probably (adverbio)
It"s not likely to happen > no es probable que ocurra
It won’t probably happen > probablemente no ocurrira

He's a friendly man > es un hombre agradable
He behaves in a friendly way > se comporta de forma agradable
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POSICION DE LOS ADVERBIOS,
REGLAS GENERALES.

La posicion de los adverbios suele depender del tipo de adverbio de que se
trate. Estas son algunas reglas generales:

1- No se suelen poner adverbios entre el verbo y su complemento:

He speaks English well — He-speaks-well English

2- Posiciones habituales de los adverbios en una frase:

Al principio: yesterday morning something very strange happened
En la mitad: my brother completely forgot my birthday

Al final: what are you doing tomorrow?

La mayoria de las frases adverbiales (adverbios de dos o mas
palabras) no pueden ir en la mitad de la frase:

He got dressed quickly — He quickly got dressed

He got dressed in a hurry — He-in-a-hurry got dressed

3- Donde situar un adverbio:

Al principio:
a- Connecting adverbs: However, not everybody agreed
b- Los adverbios de tiempo también pueden ir aqui: Tomorrow
['ve got a meeting in Toledo.
En la mitad:
a- Focusing adverbs (que dan énfasis a una parte de la frase): he's
been everywhere, he’s even been to Antarctica.
b- Certainty adverbs: It will probably rain this evening.
c- Completeness adverbs: ['ve almost finished painting the house.
d- Indefinite frequency adverbs: My boss often travels to America.
e- Adverbs of manner: He quickly got dressed.

Al final:

Los adverbios de modo, de lugar y de tiempo generalmente van al
final:

a- Modo: she brushed her hair slowly.

b- Lugar: the children are playing upstairs.

c- Tiempo: I phoned Alex this morning.
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POSICION DE LOS ADVERBIOS,
REGLAS ESPECIFICAS.

Connecting adverbs

Estos adverbios unen frases o partes de una frase.
Ejemplos: however, then, next, besides, anyway.

Van al principio de la frase.
Some of us wanted to change the system; however, not everybody agreed.

I worked without stopping until five o’clock. Then I went home.
Next, | want to say something about the future.

Indefinite frequency

Estos adverbios dicen con cuanta frecuencia algo ocurre.
Ejemplos: always, ever, usually, normally, often, frequently,
sometimes, occasionally, rarely, seldom, never.

Van situados en la mitad de la frase:
- después de los verbos auxiliares, asi como am, are, is, was y were.
- antes del resto de los verbos.

a- verbo auxiliar + adverbio: I have never seen a whale
Have you ever played handball?

b- verbo to be + adverbio: My boss is often bad-tempered
I'm seldom late for work

c- adverbio + resto de los verbos: We usually go to Scotland in August
It sometimes gets very windy here

Cuando hay dos verbos auxiliares, el adverbio suele ir situado después
del primero: We have never been invited to one of their parties.
She must sometimes have wanted to run away.

Usually, normally, often, frequently, sometimes y occasionally pueden
ir al principio de la frase para dar énfasis:

Sometimes I think I'd like to live somewhere else.

Usually I get up early.
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Pero always, never, rarely, seldom y ever no pueden:
Always I getup-early.
Neverlgetup-early.

Aunque always y never pueden ir al principio en frases imperativas:
Always wash your hand before eating.
Never ask him about his job.

Focusing adverbs

Estos adverbios enfatizan una parte de la frase.
Ejemplos: also, just, even, only, mainly, mostly, either, or, neither,
nor.

Van en el medio de la frase:
- después de verbos auxiliares, am, are, is, was y were.
- antes del resto de los verbos.

a- verbo auxiliar + adverbio: I'm only going for two days

b- verbo to be + adverbio: The people at the meeting were mainly
scientists.

c- Adverbio + resto de verbos: your bicycle just needs some oil
She neither say hi nor looked at me

Too y as well van al final de la frase:

['m feeling fine too.
He’s eating cake as well.

Adverbs of certainty

Usamos estos adverbios para decir qué seguridad tenemos de que algo
ocurra.
Ejemplos: certainly, definitely, clearly, obviously, probably, really

Van en el medio de la frase:
- después de verbos auxiliares, am, are, is, was y were.
- antes del resto de los verbos.

a- verbo auxiliar + adverbio: It will probably rain this evening
the train has obviously been delayed
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b- verbo to be + adverbio: there is clearly something wrong
she is definitely older than him

c- adverbio + otro verbo: he probably thinks you don’t like him
I certainly feel better today

Maybe y perhaps generalmente van al principio de la frase:

Perhaps her train is late
Maybe ['m right, and maybe I'm wrong

Adverbs of completeness

Estos adverbios dicen en qué cantidad algo ocurre:
Ejemplos: completely, practically, almost, nearly, quite, rather,
partly, sort of, kind of

Van en el medio de la frase:
- después de verbos auxiliares, am, are, is, was y were.

- antes del resto de los verbos.

Verbo auxiliar + adverbio: | have completely forgotten your name
Sally can practically read

Verbo to be + adverbio: It is almost dark
The play is partly ready

Adverbio + otro verbo: I kind of hope she wins

Adverbs of manner

Estos adverbios dicen como, de qué manera, algo sucede o es hecho.
Ejemplos: angrily, happily, fast, slowly, suddenly, well, badly, nicely,
noisely, quietly, hard, softly

Lo mas habitual es que vayan al final de la frase, sobre todo si el adverbio
pretende dar énfasis.

He drove off angrily

You speak English well

She read the letter slowly
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Los adverbios de modo que terminan en ly pueden ir en la mitad de la
frase si el adverbio es menos importante que el verbo o que el
complemento objeto.

She angrily tore up the letter

[ slowly began to feel better again

También puede ser correcto que vayan al principio de la frase.
Suddenly [ had an idea

En la voz pasiva, los adverbios de modo con frecuencia van situados antes
del participio. Esto es muy comun con adverbios que dicen como de bien
algo es hecho.

Everything has been carefully checked

[ though it was very well written

The conference was badly organized

Adverbs of place

Estos adverbios dicen donde ocurre algo.
Ejemplos: upstairs, around, here, in London, out of the window

Suelen ir al final de la frase, aunque también pueden ir al principio,
especialmente en el lenguaje literario.

The children are playing upstairs

Come and sit here

Don’t throw orange peel out of the window

Los adverbios de direccion (movimiento) van antes de los adverbios de
posicion: the children are running around upstairs

Here y there generalmente suelen ir al principio de la frase, en este
orden:
Here / There + verbo + sujeto

Here comes your bus — here-your-bus-comes
There s Alice

Los pronombres personales sujeto van justo después de here y there:
Here it comes — here-comes-it
There she is — there-is-she
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Estos adverbios dicen cuando algo ocurre.
Ejemplos: today, afterwards, in June, last year, daily, weekly, every
year, finally, before, eventually, already, soon, still, last

Adverbs of time

Su posicion suele ser el final de la frase, aunque también es comun al
principio.

['m going to London today

Today I'm going to London

She has a new hair style every week
Every week she has a new hair style

Los adverbios que terminan en ly pueden también ir en mitad de la frase,
asi como también already, soon y last.

So you finally got there

['ve already paid the bill

We’ll soon be home

When did you last see your father?

Los adverbios often, ever, still y just por regla general van en la mitad de
la frase:

[ still love you

She’s just gone out

Manner — place — time

Al final de una frase, los adverbios suelen ir colocados en el siguiente
orden: modo — lugar — tiempo.

Let’s go to bed early
I worked hard vesterday
She sang beautifully in the town hall last night

Con verbos de movimiento a menudo ponemos los adverbios de lugar
antes de los adverbios de modo:
She went home quickly
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Algunos adverbios que van en la posicion central de la frase pueden ir
antes del verbo auxiliar o del to be cuando a dichos verbos se les da
énfasis.

Emphatic position

She has certainly made him angry
She certainly HAS made him angry!

['m really sorry
[ really AM sorry!

Other positions

Algunos adverbios pueden ir junto a palabras o expresiones a las que
modifican.
Ejemplos: just, almost, only, really, even, right, terribly

I'll see you in the pub just before eight o clock
['ve read the book almost to the end

Only you could do a thing like that

[ feel really tired

He always wears a coat, even in summer

We all thought she sang terribly badly
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
